Amy Simon - Associate Conference Chair

Amy R. Simon is a partner at Goodwin Simon Victoria Research. Amy Simon brings 20years of political experience to her work as a pollster
and communications strategist. She conducts research on a variety of public policy issues and her clients include state and local government,
non-profits, labor unions, and both political and candidate committees. She has worked on candidate and ballot measure campaigns at the
federal, state and local level in over 40 states. Prior to founding GSV Research in 2001, she worked as a pollster at Bennett, Petts and Blu-
menthal and GLS Research. A former campaign manager, direct mail consultant, and political director before becoming a pollster, Ms. Simon
helped elect pro-choice women at the Women's Campaign Fund and was an organizer on the Dukakis presidential campaign. Locally, Ms.
Simon managed city council and state assembly races. Ms. Simon serves on the Board of Directors of PeacePAC and Emerge America and
is a contributing author to True to Ourselves, a collection of essays by prominent American women. Ms. Simon graduated with Honors from
the University of Michigan in 1987.

Quin Monson is an Assistant Professor of Political Science and the Assistant Director of the Center for the Study of Elections and Democracy
at Brigham Young University.

He is the author or co-author (with Mervin Field) of over eight hundred separate reports on public opinion, assess-
ing political, economic and social trends in California and state politics. Mr. DiCamillo is a cum laude graduate of Harvard University and holds
an MBA from Cornell University’s Johnson School of Business.

The panelists (including PPIC's Jennifer Paluch and the LA TimesasllhD) generally agreed that support
for the "yes" vote was trending upward in the final week of the campaign and thatttshift in the yes di-
rection could be explained by the conflicting views of roughly one-in-five okteopporting the "no" side as
of mid-October. Thénal PPIC survey(http://www.ppic.org/content/pubs/survey/S_1008MBS.pdf)
(fielded 10/12-19), for example showed the "no" vote leading, 52% to 44%, while also sk@alfogia
likely voters divided evenly (47% favor, 49% oppose) on "allowing gay and lesbian caupkeegally mar-
ried."
